He described
himself as a graduate of Oxord
University, and his passport indicate that
he was professor of mathematics at
Oxford. He was appointed mathematics
tutor to tsarevich Paul by Empress
Catherine. He came to Russia via India
and was called 'the Cardinal’ because he
habitually wore a scarlet cloak.

The Soclety shall be called 'The Canadisn Society for History and Philosophy of
Mathematics/La Société Canadienne d’lHistoire et de Philosophie des Mathématiques',

Article II. Alm

The aim of the Soclety is to promote throughout Canada discussion, research, teaching
and publication in the history and the philoscphy of mathematics.

ARTICLE III. Members and Dues

Sectlon 1 Any person with interest in the history or in the philosophy of mathematics is

eligible to become a member. K}

Section 2 An eligible candidate for membership who is nominated by two members shall be accepted
upon payment of the annual dues for the first year.

Section 3 The date on which the annual membership dues shall be pa established by
the Executive Council. The dues and any changes therein sh at the annual
meeting. Notice that changes in dues are to be submitted for approval shall be sent to

members at least thirty days prior to the meeting.

Section & If the dues of any member remain unpaid beyond 12 months, his name shall be removed
frow the membership roll after due notice has been given. Relnstatement shall be made
upon payment of the dues in arrears.

Section 5 Any member may resign by submitting a written resignation to the Secretary.
ARTICLE 1IV. Officers and Executive Council

Section 1 The officers of the Society shall be the President, the Vice-President, Secretary and
Treasurer. The latter two offices may be combined. These officers shall be members of
the Society and shall perform the duties prescribed by these bylaws and by the parliamentary
authority adopted by the Society.

It shall be the duty of this Conmittee to neminate candidates
for the offices and Council Memberships to be filled at the next election., The membership
shall be notificd of the Nominating Committee’s nomlnees at least thirty days before the
distribution of ballots, during which time additfonal nominaticns by members shall be
permitted.
